OLD BUSINESS

1. Citizen Planner Conference
Kartje reported that the Board of Trustees approved sending (2) planning commissioners to the June 19 conference in Lansing.  Commissioners Visioni and Kartje agreed to attend.  Commissioner Fineberg offered to attend in the event that either found that they could not.

2. Zoning Discussion

Mr. Rodney Nanney, Planning Consultant led a discussion regarding certain proposed revisions to the Zoning Ordinance and Carl Girbach was consulted on a number of specific points.

A. Proposed requirement: Locating driveways no closer than 10’ from property lines in A, 

C-P and R-1 districts.  Nanney agreed to draft language that reflected the discussion.

B. Ingress-Egress walkways at private residences.  A consensus was reached to retain the language of the current ordinance on this issue.

C. Vermin control.  Nanney was asked to provide language to clarify this requirement.

Girbach offered an example of a berm that he felt met the purpose and intent of berming.  Discussion followed regarding diversity of plantings and other criteria that might be included in an ordinance governing berms.  Nanney stated that these requirements would be addressed in the next set of reviewed ordinance provisions and proposed that the next review cover:

Special use requirements

Site design guidelines (including berm composition) 

Site Plan review

Girbach brought the problem of temporary structures to the attention of the commission and the Consultant for further discussion and consideration.

Commissioners agreed to review section 40 of the proposed ordinance for the next meeting.

It was stated that a citizen of the Township had found the term “Zoning Discussion” on the Commission’s agenda misleading and that a term such as “ Zoning Ordinance Review” or “Review of Zoning Ordinance Text” was clearer and should be used in the future.

Alexander discussed the official status of the zoning map and any changes to be made to it concurrent with the revision of the Ordinance.

Kay discussed a numbering system for tracking petitions.

A discussion of temporary signs ensued.
