PRESENTATION OF ROLLING HILLS PARK EXPANSION PLANS


Supervisor Zurawski introduced Coy Vaughn, Superintendent of Park Planning, Washtenaw County Parks & Recreation, who gave a power point presentation showing the newest land acquisitions that were added to Rolling Hills Park and the County’s conceptual 10 to 20-year plan for those areas.  The 151-acre original park was built in 1978 with 212 acres added in the past four years. The County Parks Dept. wishes to coordinate with the Townships’ recreational plans, working together with infrastructure, etc.  Rolling Hills Park now borders Merritt Rd., Stony Creek Rd., Bemis Rd. and Munger Rd.  Some of the new facilities in the planning stages are: a recreation center at Stony Creek/Bemis Rds. (south end); mountain bike path/climb; soccer fields; expand and maintain natural areas/woods; more winter & early spring uses; trails; playgrounds for children; picnic areas w/pavilions; golf courses or golf uses; expand cross-country running & ski trails; some pavilions at the water park; a miracle ball field - a barrier-free baseball field with artificial turf that accommodates wheelchairs; possibly a dog park.  In the process of phasing and prioritizing the plan, they have met with surrounding neighbors regarding buffer zones.  This is one of the most successful county parks with respect to generating revenue and number of visitors–especially the water park.  In conclusion, Mr. Vaughn advised that there is a millage renewal question on the November ballot this year that is needed to maintain current activities.  Supervisor Zurawski thanked Mr. Vaughn for his presentation.

VERBAL REPORTS

Building Official.  Tom Toth reported that Toyota is moving quickly towards completion of first two buildings, still pressure-testing the utility lines.
Zoning Administrator.  Carl Girbach reviewed his written report.

BOARD REPORTS

Trustee Meier. Reviewed Milan Area Fire Dept. and Saline Area Fire Dept. Executive Board meeting written reports, lease agreement for the building housing the MAFD is still pending.

Clerk Neill. The newsletter is ready for tax bill mailing thanks to Deputy Burke; many extra hours spent prepping before auditors’ arrival, ensuring the general ledger balanced to the bank statements, etc., now awaiting Auditors’ adjusting journal entries so 2007/08 fiscal year can be finalized; Auditor will give presentation of the financial statements at the July Board meeting; preparing for the August 5th Primary Election; absent voter ballot applications will be mailed by beginning of next week.

Treasurer Donahue. Online payment agreement: Township Attorney wrote out his concerns, Mike King of Coexe Financial Services will respond, also awaiting response from auditors. Note on tax bill mailing insert: online payments under negotiations - check the website for more information; Sept. 14th falls on a Sunday, so last day to pay summer taxes will be Monday, Sept. 15th. Same thing with winter taxes due in February: 14th falls on Saturday, but following Monday is President’s Day holiday, so the due date is changed to Tues., Feb. 17th.

Trustee Kartje. Planning Commission: Washtenaw County 800 MHz proposed Special Use Permit Public Hearing held, Board to make recommendation to PC regarding Zoning Ordinance Sect. 50.28,D(2): no tower can be located within 3,000’ of another commercial communication tower or structure, applicant not sure if there will be co-locations; proposed Zoning Ordinance amendments reviewed; deep hole on Judd Rd. right before Warner Rd. needs attention (has been addressed with the WCRC).

Trustee Bulmer. Written report: 2009-2013 Master Plan; Earth Day/Parks Recognition Day Volunteer Recognition; Richardson Park issues; 10-acre site concerns; flagpole @ Richardson Park; McCann Park issues; Labor Day “Bridge” Walk.

Supervisor Zurawski. Auditor met with officers: everything looks very good this year, Building Dept. fund in great shape as of 3/31/08; MAFD & SAFD Executive Board meetings; Dick Carlisle, Carlisle/Wortman gave outstanding presentation at County MTA meeting regarding new Planning Enabling Act (PEA), effective date is September 1, 2008, but municipalities have three years to make changes to be in compliance; MTA workshop on Roads: Maintenance, Funding & Legalities.
